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Over thirty years ago | first became involved with Big Brothers in
Toronto in a traditional match. | was a recent university
graduate, single, who was looking to do something in the
community where | lived. What was unexpected then and is still
true today is what started out as something philanthropic on my
part quickly became very rewarding on a personal basis. |
discovered that investing a few hours a week gave back huge
rewards in terms of my own self esteem and not forgetting how
to have fun.

Volunteers are the very core of Big Brothers Big Sisters and if it
was not for these individuals who offer their time, energy, and
skills as freely as they do, we at BBBS Oirillia & District would
not exist.

Over the years in response to our changing society the types
and opportunities to volunteer have evolved.
